e Tells a story, usually in the first person

e Can focus on a real life event or one that is imagined

e Can be long or short; or past, present, or future

e Conveys a particular point of view, perspective that was personally important

e Can be expressed in a variety of formats

e Convey the depth and detail needed to help students understand the events of the
Holocaust

e Personalize historical events in an overwhelming sea of facts and statistics
» Foster empathy, compassion, and respect

e Build awareness of the injustices in the world and can motivate young people to reach out
and help those around them
